Baars gave an update on the Interactive Building. A small amount of asbestos was found and will be removed. Two quotes, to remove the asbestos, were received from Mid-States Removal and G & M Services.   Motion to approve quote, for removal of asbestos, from Mid-States Removal was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Baars gave an update on the upcoming Turkey Day event.  Thanks to the generosity of the local business the Town of Humboldt raised $2,330.00 towards the purchase of turkeys.   
New Business:  Mike Roop was not present to speak.  Baars presented the board with the contract from the Fire & Ambulance Dept.  Board has requested financials to review.  Contract has been tabled till the next scheduled meeting.  Baars presented the board with an opportunity to apply for technical assistance through the SD Department of Health for a walking/biking path. This would be technical assistance only for an assessment and build environment of a walking/biking path through Humboldt working alongside of SDSU students.  Baars will complete the application for technical assistance for a walking/biking path and submit to the SD Dept of Health by the Dec 3rd deadline. No action was needed from the board. Further review and discussion will be held on utility billing cycle for new residents.   Discussion was held on when to pay the Community Board members.  Motion to pay Community Board members on the first billing cycle of May & November, each calendar year, was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
