Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, November 13, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:59pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather Van Zee and Ritchy Griepp and Theresa Muth. Laura Schultz was present for city personnel. Mike Beaner was absent with cause. Others present were Monie Siemonsma, Heath Siemonsma, Dave Derschan and Steve Lias. 
Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Schmeichel questioned who moved to approve the Michelin tires motion on the October 24th minutes. Motion to approve October 24, 2017 minutes with verification of 1st motion was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. 3 aye, Muth and Van Zee abstain, motion carried.
Natural Gas Board: No report. 
Planning Commission: No report.

Old Business: Dave Derschan was present from the Humboldt Bar to discuss the renewal of liquor licenses and the HCC liquor license. In depth discussion around special events permits, HCC rental agreement, transfer of the HCC liquor license and liability was discussed. Schultz will check with the town’s attorney on special events, liability and the HCC contract. Motion by Lund to extend the HCC liquor license agreement for 1 year, expiring on 12/31/2018 to Dave Derschan and the Humboldt Bar, second by Griepp. 4 aye, Schmeichel opposed, motion carried. Derschan has the option to renew the HCC liquor license for 2018. He will follow up with the board. 
Motion to renew Humboldt Bar’s 2018 off-sale package liquor and retail on-sale liquor license made by Lund and seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.

Heath and Monie Siemonsma from MHS Properties and Steve Lias from Farmers Elevator were present to request a replat of portions their land. Survey, detailed project plans and explanation of the project were presented. Motion to approve the replat was made by Lund and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
New Humboldt sign graphics were presented. The board would like to see ‘Humboldt’ in blue instead of red. Schultz will follow up. Businesses will be solicited soon for advertisement purchases. 

Humane Society report on Dannie Burt’s dogs was presented. There seems to be a discrepancy between how many dogs he has and how many the board believed. Based on the Humane Society report, 7 dogs at $2.50 per dog will be billed going forward beginning in December 2017. No back payments are being requested at this time.
Verizon tower contract and termination rights by the Town of Humboldt were discussed. Motion by Lund to approve Verizon tower contract with all changes, second by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Turkey Day was discussed. Hartford Sunshine turkey certificates will be given out, one per family, with the purchase of soup and pie from the American Legion Auxiliary. Door prizes will be drawn after the event with the winners being contacted via phone. 

Due to a lack of community interest, there will be no Santa Day this year. Options for use of HCC should others be interested was discussed.
New Business: Sanitary Sewer Collection System Improvement Project certificate of acceptance was presented to Schmeichel for signature.
Lund presented GIS mapping of city owned land that may have been replatted incorrectly. More clarification and research is needed. Lund will follow up.

Minnehaha County 2018 police services contract was presented. Motion by Van Zee to approve 2018 services contract, second by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Utility Manager: Lagoons have been pumped down. 
Finance Officer: Finance Officer bond was discussed. Motion by Van Zee to approve a $100,000 finance officer bond, second by Lund. All aye, motion carried. Schultz will follow up with Puthoff Insurance. 
Finance Officer’s computer was discussed. 2 options were presented. Motion by Lund to approve Connecting Point’s quote with an additional 8GB of RAM, second by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.

New Banyon billing system was discussed. One sewer and sewer surcharge per property will be billed. 
A Town of Humboldt strategic plan was discussed. SECOG would help facilitate the plan. Public input was suggested.  
Claims: Payroll, bills and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion by Griepp to approve was seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.
