Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, November 27, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. Trustee Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the following members present for roll call: Heather Van Zee and Theresa Muth. Ritchy Griepp joined at 7:02 and Allen Schmeichel joined at 7:07. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Patrick Glover and Erin Konechne. 
Schultz requested to amend the agenda to add Friendly’s liquor license renewal under New Business item d. Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve November 13, 2017 minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.


Open Discussion: Sam Eastlick has resigned his position on the Natural Gas Board. A replacement is needed.


Erin Konechne asked questions regarding the town’s garbage ordinance. Schultz will follow up.
Natural Gas Board: No report.
Discussion on progress of gas line out to Big J’s. Per Lund’s attendance at the Natural Gas board meeting on 11/20/17 there is no signed contract and a payment plan has been accepted. Bills are being received and work is being completed. Joint Natural Gas and Town Board special meeting requested for December 5th at 7pm with the city attorney, Patrick Glover present. Schultz will follow up.
Price of natural gas was discussed. Both MidAmerican Energy and the City of Garretson charge approximately $0.85 per therm. The Town of Humboldt’s price per therm ranges from $1.08 to $1.29 for residential usage. 
Planning Commission: No report.

Old Business: Humboldt Bar has submitted the HCC liquor license renewal and accepts the Town of Humboldt’s agreement for a 1 year extension, expiring on 12/31/2018. Motion to renew Humboldt Bar’s 2018 HCC retail on-sale liquor license made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. Schmeichel oppose, 4 aye, motion carried. 
Request to put HCC liquor license on the agenda in May 2018 to discuss a go forward plan
Discussion of city owned land and what would be needed legally to move forward. Glover will follow up with Schultz.
Humboldt sign graphics were presented with edits per the board’s request. All agreed on the design. Also graphic designer David Alink will be submitting an invoice for his work on the project.

Turkey Day was discussed. Thanks to the businesses who donated funds for turkeys, the vendors, the American Legion Auxiliary and attendees who made it a success this year. Approximately 6 turkey certificates remain. They will be given to the food pantry at Faith Lutheran Church. Unclaimed certificates will be discussed at the December 11th meeting.
New Business: Park improvements were discussed. Request was made to put park improvements and grant application on the agenda in June 2018. 
Due to the Christmas holiday, the December 25th regularly scheduled Town Board meeting will be canceled. 
Thank you to Patrick Glover for attending the meeting. 

Friendly’s Humboldt package liquor license was presented. Motion to renew Friendly’s Humboldt 2018 package liquor license made by Lund and seconded by Van Zee. All aye, motion carried.

Department Reports: 
Utility Manager: 
Utility disconnections were discussed. Rental property where meters are shared make water disconnection difficult. Natural Gas disconnection was discussed. 

Lagoons have been pumped down. 
Utility manager clothing allowance was discussed. Beaner will obtain quotes and follow up at the next meeting.

Beaner requested a city credit card for purchases at locations where there is no direct bill. Schultz will follow up with Sam’s to add Beaner as an authorized user and obtain a new card.

Finance Officer: Schultz received what she believes is the final draw from the sewer project. She is working with SECOG and Stockwell to insure proper payment. 
Banyon is on track to be up and running in January. Training is ongoing. 

Claims: Payroll was discussed. Schultz shared that 62.25 hours was charged to Natural Gas payroll for Beaner when it should have been charge to city payroll. Pay was correct. The fund it was charged to was not. Schultz will correct the error. 

Natural Gas invoices and the non-approval of charges were discussed. Discussion of Natural Gas rights and responsibilities and conflicts of interest. 
Motion by Muth to approve payroll with corrections and claims as filed was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Muth to enter into executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) was made at 8:21pm. 
Motion by Lund, seconded by Muth to exit executive session was made at 9:03pm.
No votes were made or action taken in executive session.
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:17pm on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Muth. All aye, motion carried.
