New Business: Bob Schulte was present to appeal to the approval of the conditional use permit for the storage units at 208 S Roberts Street. Heath and Monie Siemonsma were present representing the property. Discussion was held on the building permit, site plan and setbacks. On a motion by Muth and a second from Griepp, the council approved the agreement for the Red Cross for the use of the Humboldt Community Center in the case of an emergency or natural disaster. Motion carried. 

Old Business: On a motion by Griepp and a second from Lund, the three liquor licenses for the Main Street Humboldt Bar were approved. Motion carried. 
Claims: On a motion by Griepp and a second from VanZee, the monthly November payroll was approved. Motion carried. 
Executive Session: On a motion from VanZee and a second from Schmeichel, the Humboldt City Council went into executive session at 8:11pm under the authority of SDCL 1-25-2(1) for the purposes to discuss a public officer matter. Motion carried. Council exited executive session at 8:20pm. No motions were made as a result of executive session.
