Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday November 9, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth, Heather VanZee and Allen Schmeichel. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Mike Garrey was also present. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on October 26th. Motion passed with all members voting aye. 
In short open discussion, the city accepted a donated uniform from Alfred G Hill, Colonel US Army retired who graduated from Humboldt high school in 1958. The board will look into displaying the uniform in the HCC. 

BUSINESS: 

Mike Garrey was present to discuss with the council the finances for the Natural Gas fund and General fund. He spoke about the audit performed by Schoenfish but is still wanting a more in-depth look into the funds. He informed the board of the fund losing money for the last few years that of which could be tracked. He also informed the council of the water fund not performing as it should and recommended the meters being replaced and all water use in the city is tracked. Garrey spoke of an error in omissions claim being submitted to the insurance company. Siemonsma will look into the policy and report back to the council. After more discussion, all agreed that any errors in the funds and metering need to be eliminated in order to keep moving forward. Garrey stated the meeting with the SD PUC went well. Garrey still wants any information the board may have regarding the transactions with Northwestern so that he may present that information to the PUC. The board will follow up with Garrey. Garrey left the meeting at 7:29pm. 

On a motion by Lund, the 2016 agreement for the Humane Society professional services was accepted. VanZee seconded the motion and the motion carried will all members voting aye.
Department Reports:

Utility Manager: Sieverding will check all water meters and make sure to meter all water usage in the town. Replacement of water meters into automatic readers was discussed. Follow up information will be held at a later date for review and discussion.


Finance Officer: Siemonsma discussed with the council the donations received for Turkey Day and the organization of the event.
