Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, December 11, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:58pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund and Ritchy Griepp. Heather Van Zee arrived at 8:19. Theresa Muth was absent with cause. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Erin Konechne, Marlene Elko, Jon Fischer, Leslie Mastroianni, John Jarding, Lynn Froke, Mike Garrey, Ladd McCluskey, and Steve Lias. 
Motion to approve the agenda was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve November 27, 2017 minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Garbage ordinance was reviewed and question from last meeting was answered. Schultz will add portions of the ordinance to next month’s newsletter.
Natural Gas Board: Marlene Elko provided a Natural Gas Board update from their November 20th, 2017 meeting. CenterPoint emergency contacts, 2018 Helpline contract and SD FIT authorizing signatures were discussed. They had a lengthy discussion about rates and margins. The Natural Gas board will be looking into Watertown’s structure. The 2018 Public Awareness brochure is being updated with the new natural gas cell phone number and email address. Beaner is looking into a scratch and sniff card to help customers recognize the smell of natural gas. Building permits were discussed. As long as the Natural Gas portion of the permit does not change, the board has no input. It was reported that there is now a signed contract between the Natural Gas board and Big J’s. Mike Garrey shared that he has seen the signed contract. The board is looking into welcome packets for new residents. Past due accounts were reviewed. Bills, financials and payroll were reviewed. Natural Gas board denied several claims. Board training was conducted on the Natural Gas ordinances. The Natural Gas board is researching on having a forensic audit conducted. Time sheets and mileage trackers are being implemented for natural gas employees. An overview was given on the PUC call. Meter operation and readings were discussed. Minutes will be sent to Schultz for publication and posting on Tuesday. 
Mike Beaner and Sam Eastlick have submitted their resignation from the Natural Gas board. Motion by Schmeichel to approve these resignations was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Planning Commission: No report.

Old Business: Lengthy discussion about plans for a new city hall. Options, locations, cost, were considered. The board will continue to review. A taskforce may be needed. It could also be a part of the town’s strategic plan.
Schultz followed up on the remaining turkey certificates from Sunshine. As of Monday, there were several turkeys unclaimed. Schultz will follow up with Sunshine on Thursday and work with Faith Lutheran and Saint Paul’s for their ‘adopt a family’ program.
At 7:38 the Public Hearing on drinking water and waste water improvements financial assistance application was held. Leslie Mastroianni from SECOG and Jon Fischer from Stockwell Engineers presented both projects and answered questions. The drinking water application is for assistance in financing water meter replacements with automatic read devices. Total amount of that project is $290,000. The SRF is a 10 year term at a 2% interest rate. There could be options for a grant/loan combo with this application. Announcements on awards will be made in March. The entire resolution is below.

The clean water application is for continued sewer and street improvements. Jon Fisher explained the project, as well as highlighted the work done in Phase 1. The cost of Phase 2 is $3,876,000. It is a 30 year term at a 2.5% interest rate. There could be options for a grant/loan combo with this application. Announcements on awards will be made in March. The entire resolution is below.
Questions on assessments, scope of project and costs. Other grant opportunities are being sought. Phase 1 of the clean water project was funded with 90% grant and 10% loan. There are funds remaining from that phase to be used in Phase 2.
Motion by Lund to approve Resolution 17-6 Drinking Water improvement financial assistance application was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Motion by Lund to approve Resolution 17-7 Clean Water improvement financial assistance application was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. The public hearing ended at 8:05.

Ladd McCluskey from Primary Manufacturing was present to discuss damage sustained to his property, property of his employees and his renters during a recent storm. The roofing from the old Interactive building at 204 N Main Street is coming off the building causing damage and creating driving hazards. Photos were shown.  McCluskey noted that it took over several hours to clean up the debris. Farmers Elevator also has had damage and assisted with the clean-up. The Humboldt Fire Department had a portion of Main Street closed last Monday night and cleared large debris as well. Lengthy discussion about the property, ownership, demolition, safety and what can be done. Building Inspector Paul Clarke and the finance officer sent the county listed property owner a nuisance letter over 30 days ago. No response was received. It was requested by the board that Schultz follow up with both Inspector Clarke and the city attorney to find out what the next steps are. Schultz will add this topic as an agenda item to the 12/18/2017 special board meeting with the city attorney.

HCC concrete is complete and Tim Tooley has invoiced the city. The check is made co-payable to the Town of Humboldt and Tim Tooley. Schultz will insure proper accounting of the funds and apply the $1500 to his natural gas bill.
New Business: 2018 Animal Control Services contract was presented. Motion by Schmeichel to approve the contract was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
John Jarding was present to discuss Minnehaha County Rural Ambulance funding. Schmeichel and a representative from the Humboldt Fire and Ambulance will attend the Rural Ambulance Funding Meeting on December 14th. 

Jarding also commented that it does not matter to the fire and ambulance who sells the liquor at HCC during their fund raiser and gave input on the Interactive building as Fire Chief.

First reading of Resolution 18-01, Schedule of fees, fines and rates. Discussion around current fees, fines and rates. Request to add Special Events License at $150/event and Peddler’s license violation at $100/offense. Town liquor licenses, status of licenses, cost of licenses and video lottery fees were discussed. 
Motion by Lund to approve Resolution 18-01 with updates was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. The second reading of this resolution will take place during the first town board meeting in January.

First reading of Resolution 18-02, Salaries and Wages. Discussion around current salaries and wages. Request for the following: Mike Beaner $20.82, Laura Schultz $17.44, Part time help $13.50, Town Board president to receive $840 annually plus $75 per meeting attended. Planning and Zoning board president to receive $40 per meeting attended. Motion by Lund to approve Resolution 18-02 with updates was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. The second reading of this resolution reading will take place during the first town board meeting in January. Van Zee requested that in 2018 an employee review be conducted prior to budget work.

Utility Manager: 
Discussion on a plow attachment for the red Dodge was tabled until later 2018 due to budget. Skid steer snow tires were discussed. Motion by Lund to approve $1500 for skid steer recapped tire and wheels was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Price for salt/sand for streets was discussed. Beaner will check with the state and county about other options.

Lights for HCC have been delivered and will soon be installed. 

Beaner reported that the siren is still not working properly. He will follow up with Siemonsma Electric to get the issue resolved.

Beaner presented options for clothing. 12 items need to be purchased in order to receive a discount. Beaner will work with American Sports to order the items.

Finance Officer: The Natural Gas Board and Town Board meeting has been confirmed with attorney, Patrick Glover, for Monday, December 18th at 6pm. Schultz will add the Interactive property to the agenda. Discussion of the Natural Gas board’s request for a forensic audit. Late fees were discussed.
Claims: Payroll, bills and financials were reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Schultz reported that the Big J’s invoices and payroll are currently at $16,249.85. Payroll errors as reported have been corrected. All board members have been paid for meetings attended through 12/4/2017. Motion by Van Zee to approve was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 10:57pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
