Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 12, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Fred and Erin Konechne, and Heather Fischer. Heather VanZee was absent with cause. 
A motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp. Motion carried.
A motion to table the minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp. Motion carried.

Community Board Updates: 
Natural Gas Board: The Town Board will not be having their second meeting in December due to the holidays. The Natural Gas Board will present their utility report at the regular meeting in January and cover two months’ worth of information. 
Planning Commission: The council is interested in changing some of the definitions for the planning commission. First, the board would like the years of service changed from 5 years to 3. Second, the board would like to allow members to the board that may live outside city limits, within certain limitations. These changes need to be done by ordinance so more information and discussion will be held at the first meeting in January. 
New Business: Heather Fischer was present to ask if the board would consider adding in water lines out to more fields at the ball diamonds. The fields get dusty when dragged and additional lines would help tremendously. Beaner will look into the cost of additional water lines at the ball fields and report at the next meeting.


Santa Day is scheduled for December 17th shall the weather permit. Siemonsma presented the activities and cost for the event. All board members agreed to continue with the event. 


Humboldt’s flood risk is changing slightly according to maps presented by FEMA. FEMA was not able to get the information out to as many cities as it has hoped, therefore a webinar is scheduled for December 21st. Lund will sit in on the webinar with Siemonsma and discussion on the changes will be held at the next meeting. 

Old Business: Jon Fischer was unable to attend the meeting but did email information on the HCC sidewalks including a hopeful start on the repair will begin in spring. Fischer also stated that the punch list for the sewer project will be completed in spring also. 


The board found another resident to compete the appraisal on the museum building. The appraisal should be ready for the next meeting and more discussion will be held on that and a future city hall location.  
Department Reports: 
Sheriff: A limited report will be submitted to Humboldt following the implementation of Marsy’s Law. Siemonsma will continue to file the reports in the office and present the new reports to the board with available information at the regular meetings. 
Utility Manager: Beaner asked the board about the plan for the Community center floors. Cleaning supplies are stored in the shop and taking up needed space. Griepp suggested hiring out the waxing and stripping of the floors because of the detail and experience needed when completing the work. There are a couple companies that have done the work in the past that will be contacted for quotes. More information and discussion will be held at the next meeting.  
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the board with the 2017 Resolutions that need to be passed in January. After some discussion on the changes the board would like to see, Siemonsma will present the updated resolutions at the next meeting for review and approval. 

Siemonsma is working on year end reports, filing and paperwork as well as converting the software system used in the office. Everything should be set up and ready to go for the beginning of the new year.  
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by Griepp and a second by Lund. Motion carried.
