Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 23rd at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth, Heather VanZee and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Brenda Haviland and Fred and Erin Konechne. 
A motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee. Motion carried.
A motion to amend the meeting minutes from January 9th correcting a spelling error was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. Motion carried.

Community Board Updates: 
Natural Gas Board: Brenda Haviland was present to report on the happening of the Natural Gas board for the past two months. 
New Business: City hall construction meeting will be held on February 16th to discuss with local contractors the requirements needed for the planning of a new city hall. Siemonsma will contact local contractors and all others are welcome to attend.   
Old Business: Additional water lines at the ball fields were discussed. The water lines are needed in order to water down the smaller fields during and in between games. Beaner contacted DSG for estimates and presented to the board. A motion was made by Lund to approve the additional water mains up to the cost of $2500. Furthermore, the council would like the baseball association to be responsible for the water usage at the ball fields during baseball season. The motion was seconded by Griepp. Motion carried with all present members voting aye. 

The personnel manual was reviewed and revised. The changes were approved on a motion by VanZee and a second from Griepp. Motion carried. Siemonsma will present the changes at the next meeting for signature and date on changes.  

The second reading of amended Ordinance #10.0102 was held and approved on a motion by Lund and a second from VanZee. Motion carried. 

2017 Equalization meeting will be held on Tuesday, March 21st at Humboldt City Hall beginning at 7pm. Those wanting to appeal need to file the appeal at city hall by March 17th and be assigned a time slot for the meeting.  
Department Reports: 
Utility Manager: Beaner would like to add a street light back in on Main Street that was removed when a section of a sidewalk was replaced. He will contact Sioux Valley Energy to assist. 
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the board with month end reports. She will also be attending the regular SEAFOG meeting January 25th and will be out of the office. 

The ball loan was up for renewal. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to renew the ball loan for the next five years. Motion carried with Muth, Schmeichel, Griepp and VanZee voting aye and Lund abstaining. 
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by Griepp and a second by Muth. Motion carried.
