Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 26, 2014 at Humboldt Community Center. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel and Adam Lund. Matt Sieverding was absent with cause. Both Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were Tom Sieverding and Wanda Artz. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on December 22, 2014 and January 12, 2015. Three members voted aye and one abstained. 
In open discussion Sieverding and Artz presented the council with the financial report from the Q125 committee. Sieverding and Artz left the meeting. 
BUSINESS: The old finance office was discussed. The town is in a lease for the building until 2017. The council is looking at different ways to utilize the building, either for storage or museum space. 
Snow alerts for Humboldt will be available on Keloland.com. 

The council would like to move forward with the demolition of the Interactive building. Siemonsma will get a hold of Paul Clarke, building Inspector for Humboldt, to proceed as advised. 
The town board will meet as the Board of Equalization in March. A definite date will be published. 

Department Reports:

Natural Gas – Northwestern will be invited back to discuss further options with the town board. The next meeting Northwestern will attend will be on February 10th.  

Utility manager – Due to unauthorized items being disposed of in the city dump, the dump will be closed. Keys to the dump are available from the finance office. 


The HCC garbage dumpster in the back is not for residential use. Anyone caught using this dumpster will be fined. 


Finance Officer – The deposit box for the finance office is left over at the old building. This is still available for payment drop off. A drop box for the HCC will be discussed in February after Siemonsma looks into pricing.
