Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday January 27th, 2020 at Humboldt City Hall. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Theresa Muth, Heather Van Zee and Allen Schmeichel.  Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Marlene Elko and Gene Betz were present for Natural Gas. John Fischer from Stockwell arrived at 8:00pm.
Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Marlene asked to amend the January 13th minutes to state, “Natural Gas has requested to make their December 2020 bond payment of $60,000.00 on March 1st, 2020”. Motion to approve the minutes, with amendment, was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. Van Zee abstained, all other members aye, motion carried.  
Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public.
Business: Discussion was held on Resolution #20-02 Fines and Fees.  Schmeichel asked if the Natural Gas fines and fees should be listed or referenced on Resolution #20-02. Baars will contact the attorney to find out the proper procedure.  Motion to table Resolution #20-02 until the attorney is contacted, was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried. Resolution #20-05 Assignment of Tax Certificate was discussed.  Baars stated the attorney has not received the correct dollar amount owed from the County. Griepp questioned the heading of the Resolution. Baars will contact the attorney for clarification on the heading of the Resolution and to dollar amount owed.  Motion to table Resolution #20-05 until the attorney is contacted, was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Resolution #20-06 Water Rates was discussed.  Motion to approve Resolution #20-06 was made by Van Zee and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried.  Resolution #20-07 Sewer Rates was discussed.  Motion to approve Resolution #20-07 was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Both Resolutions #20-06 and #20-07 will be published in the Minnehaha Messenger and available to view on Humboldt’s website and the Finance Office.  Motion to designate the Minnehaha Messenger as the official newspaper for the Town of Humboldt, was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried.  Baars presented a letter to the SD Office of Emergency Management for matching funds for the replacement of the south siren.  The letter states Humboldt will commit up to $3,600 for the replacement.  The remaining funds will come from a grant through the Hazard Mitigation Grant Process.  Motion to approve the funding commitment of up to $3,600, was made by Lund and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Baars presented the Designation of Applicant Agent for the SD Office of Emergency Management Grant process.  Motion to approve Nicole Baars as the designated agent to execute on behalf of Town of Humboldt for the SD Office of Emergency Management Grant process, was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  The Special Events License for the Humboldt Bar was reviewed.  Motion to approve the Special Events License was made by Van Zee and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried.  Pay Application #5 for the 2019 Utility Improvement Project was reviewed.  Motion to approve Pay Application #5 was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Fischer gave an update on the 2019 Utility Improvement Project.  Work on the project is projected to start in April or May of 2020 depending on weather.  
Department Reports:  
Planning and Zoning: No meeting was held due to zero building permits being submitted.
Natural Gas: Elko and Betz were in attendance to give an update on the December 17th meeting.  Items discussed were PUC training, ditch cards being completed for lines moved or installed in 2019, excavator incident not being reported correctly, job description for the Natural Gas Manager, Public Awareness for 2020 and CenterPoint.  Elko stated the meeting that was scheduled on January 20th, 2020 has been moved to Tuesday January 28th, 2020 due to no quorum.  Elko wanted clarification on the Town of Humboldt’s sick leave policy. Elko is questioning sick leave that was paid to Betz.  After much discussion the question of sick time paid should be approved or denied by the Natural Gas board.  Baars has been asked to contact SEACOG to have a review of the Town of Humboldt’s Personal Manual.   
Utility Manager: Beaner discussed the idea of selling Humboldt’s payloader and purchasing a new one from Sourcewell.  Through Sourcewell dealers can offer discounts to municipalities.  The quote given for a new payloader, through Sourcewell, was $148,764.00.  Further discussion will be held. Beaner stated the maintenance on Humboldt’s water tower will be going out for bid soon.  Baars was asked to contact SEACOG to find out if there are any grants available for water towers.      
Finance Officer:  Baars stated the Census Bureau submitted a boundary map of the Town of Humboldt for review and approval.  After review of the boundary map it was discovered the map is incorrect and does not include the area around the ball fields.  Baars will contact the census to correct the issue.      
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Van Zee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
