Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 9th at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth, Heather VanZee and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Heather Fischer and Chuck Dubbe. 
A motion to amend the agenda adding the bar website under HCC and adding executive session for the purpose of reviewing salaries was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth. Motion carried.
A motion to approve the meeting minutes from December 20th was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. Motion carried.

Open Discussion: Short open discussion was held on the success of the metal bin and aluminum can deposit bin since it was started earlier in 2016. The proceeds from the recycling bins will go toward future city improvements and rec areas.
Community Board Updates: 
Natural Gas Board: The Natural Gas Board will present their utility report at the second town board meeting in January and cover two months’ worth of information.
New Business: Chuck Dubbe was present from the American Legion to pose ideas about holding more events in the HCC that will help in recouping cost incurred by the city for the daily use of the building. The legion is willing to help coordinate event at the HCC in return that the city could split the costs with the Legion for the events booked.  After some discussion, the council will take these ideas into consideration and work with the Legion in the future to hold fundraising events. 

The fees and fines schedule for 2017 was reviewed by the board. On a motion by Lund and a second from Greipp, Resolution # 17-012 was approved and adopted by the board setting the fees and fines for the City of Humboldt for 2017. Motion carried. Resolution #17-01 will be published separately. 


Resolution #17-02, a resolution setting the 2017 employee and board salaries, along with updating the Personnel Manual was tabled on a motion by VanZee until discussion could be held about the salaries and benefits in executive session. The motion was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion carried. 

Ordinance #10.0102 was updated to change the number of years to serve a term on the Planning Commission from 5 years to 3 years. Also, a change was made to allow residents outside city limits who own property within city limits to also serve on the board. The first reading of amended Ordinance #10.0102 was held and approved on a motion by Lund and a second from Muth. Motion carried. The second reading of the ordinance will be held at the next meeting. 

2017 city garbage licenses were discussed. Siemonsma sent the 2017 applications to Cressman and Addy and the applications are expected back in the office by January 31st to be eligible to conduct services within town in 2017. 


Humboldt municipal election will be held on April 11th. One position will become vacant currently held by Adam Lund. The notice of vacancy will be published in the paper informing residents of the vacancy and the dates for circulating a petition. 
Old Business: Jon Fischer was unable to attend the meeting but did submit pay application #5 for review and approval. After some discussion, a motion was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp to approve the pay application in the amount of $10,101.70. Motion carried. 


Heather Fischer was present to discuss the addition of water lines and hydrants at the south ball fields in Humboldt labeled C, D and E. Beaner is working on getting more figures put together to come up with a cost. He should have all the figures available at the next meeting and will present to the council. Fischer stated the reason for the additional water to the field is because West Central Baseball is looking at adding a few additional tournaments coming to the Humboldt Ball fields and that the water access is necessary to improve the look and efficacy of the fields along with being able to water down the fields between games because of dust and use. Fischer also pointed out the fact that the water pressures at Field A needs to be looked at also before the start of the season. Beaner will look into this as well. 

The new Main Street Humboldt bar website was added to discuss the content of the website. On the website it looks like the bar claims ownership to the Humboldt Community Center. Siemonsma will contact Dave Derschan to discuss the website because the board would like the website to clearly state the Toe nog Humboldt as the owners of the building, property, etc. All reservations are to still be booked through the city. Siemonsma will report to the board at the next meeting on the discussion. 


City Hall office was discussed along with the plans on what to do when the lease comes up on the current location. It was decided that the best decision would to build a new building on the location where the Humboldt Pump house used to be on Second Avenue since Humboldt already owns the land and the lot has sufficient space to hold the new building. Siemonsma will contact some local construction companies to invite them to the next meeting to discuss the next steps. The construction will be let out for bids when a clear building plan is complete.  
Department Reports: 
Sheriff:  44.35 hours were logged in town for the month of December. A full report is on file at the finance office. 
Fire Department: Annual fundraiser will be held on February 4th. Tickets can be purchased by calling the Fire Department. 
Utility Manager: Beaner has completed the water and waste water testing necessary for Humboldt. He will continue working on getting completely trained in Natural Gas qualifications.   
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the board with yearend updates. Currently in the process of switching accounting and billing systems to Banyon. Will keep them updated on the process. City Hall will be closed February 9th – 13th while Siemonsma is on vacation. The office will only be open certain hours that will be posted on the door if Beaner is available. Residents are encouraged to come in before or after the vacation. 
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by Muth and a second by Griepp. Motion carried. As a result of executive session, a motion was made by VanZee and seconded Schmeichel to approve Resolution #17-02, Salaries Resolution, with changes. Changes are reflected on the resolution. Schmeichel will sign the revised resolution after reviewing the changes. Motion carried. 
Adjournment: With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:38pm on a motion by Muth and a second from Griepp.
