Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday February 10th, 2020 at Humboldt City Hall. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Theresa Muth, Heather Van Zee and Allen Schmeichel.  Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Patrick Glover, Humboldt’s City Attorney, was in attendance.  Dave Derschan was in attendance for the public.
Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the Regular Session minutes from Monday January 27th, was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public.
Business: Dave Derschan was present to discuss the cost of purchasing a liquor license when renting the community center.  Once Resolution #20-02 is passed the cost of a liquor license when renting the community center will be $50.00. Patrick Glover was present to discuss the Interactive Building lot that is located on Main Street in Humboldt.  Glover stated there is currently a foreclosure action on the property.  At this time no decision has made for Humboldt to acquire the property.  Baars presented Resolution #20-02 for review.  In response to the question asked by Schmeichel at the January 27th meeting, the Natural Gas fines and fees may be set on their own resolution.  With no further discussion, motion to approve Resolution #20-02 was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.  The town of Humboldt is applying for a Hazard Mitigation Grant for the purchase and install of a backup generator for the Humboldt Community Center.  Resolution #20-08 is the Appointment of Applicant Agent for the grant process.  Motion to approve Resolution #20-08, appointing Nicole Baars as the authorized applicant agent, was made by Van Zee and Seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  As part of the Hazard Mitigation Grant process, a local funding match is required.  The local matching commitment is up to fifteen percent of the costs.  Motion to approve a local funding match of up to fifteen percent, was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Van Zee.  All aye, motion carried.  On January 19th the Town of Humboldt’s domain name expired thus losing all email access.  Through research Baars learned that Kristi Ellis was the owner of Humboldt’s domain name.  Baars reached out to ask Ellis for her help in recovering the domain name.  At the end of the process Ellis asked to be reimbursed for her time spent on helping Humboldt get their domain name back.  Motion to approve a payment of $50.00 to Kristi Ellis, was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth.  Lund and Schmeichel abstained.  Muth, Griepp and Van Zee aye, Motion carried.  
Department Reports:  
Natural Gas:  Baars presented a letter of resignation from Briana Ries resigning from the Natural Gas Board.  Motion to accept the resignation of Briana Ries was made by Van Zee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Utility Manager: Beaner discussed the idea of only repairing the inside and platform of the water tower and forgo any repairing of the outside.  Cost of coating the inside and repairing the base around the pump is estimated at $40,000.00. Glover stated that Valley Springs is looking at doing a similar project with their water tower.  Beaner will contact Valley Springs to get more information.  Beaner spoke about finishing the water lines at the ballfield so it is on a loop system.  Once it is determined where the water line needs to be installed a utility easement and land survey will need to be completed.

Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Van Zee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
