Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday February 11th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:57pm with the following members present for roll call: Heather Van Zee, Adam Lund, Ritchy Griepp and Theresa Muth. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel.  Mike Noonan was present for the public. Jon Fischer was present for Stockwell. 
Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve the January 28th, 2019 minutes was made by Van Zee and seconded by Schmeichel.  Griepp abstained. Muth, Van Zee, Lund and Schmeichel all aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: No public present. 
Old Business: Resolution #19-06 Fees and Fines, was discussed.  Motion to approve Resolution #19-06 Fees and Fines, with corrections to date, was made by Muth and seconded by Van Zee.  All aye, motion carried.
New Business: Fischer presented the Rusmill Addition Replat, that had been approved by the town council back in May 2017 but had never been filed with Minnehaha County.  Baars will collect all required signatures and then submit the plat to the Minnehaha County courthouse for filing.  Past annexation for lots on Ford street without Humboldt water and sewer were discussed.  Baars has been asked to review Humboldt’s Planning and Zoning Regulations and Humboldt’s Ordinances for any reference to these properties and utilities.  Mike Noonan was present to express his interest in becoming a board member for Humboldt’s Planning and Zoning Board. Discussion was held.  Motion to appoint Mike Noonan as a board member for Humboldt’s Planning and Zoning Board was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.  
Department Reports: 
Streets: Nothing to report.

Parks: Beaner discussed the purchase of a grapple for the payloader.  Discussion was had and Beaner has been asked to get further quotes for the purchase of a grapple.      
Water: Beaner gave an update on getting water to the ballfields.  Further discussion will be held.
Sewer: Beaner stated the lease was up on the tractor and has received lease quotes from dealerships.  Discussion was held and Beaner has been asked to research further quotes. Fischer was present from Stockwell to update the town board on Phase II of the Sewer Project.  Fischer reviewed sewer lines, curbing, manhole placements and sidewalks.  Further updates will be given as the project moves forward.  
Natural Gas: Mike responded to an afterhours call for a suspected gas smell.  While on the call the resident voiced their concern with how much their utility bill was for January.  Due to pending weather and holidays in December 2018 the meters were read a week earlier then normally scheduled.  This could be a reason some residents may have seen an increase on their January bills. 

Humboldt Community Center: Beaner updated the board members on the new fans that were installed in all the restrooms.    
Utility Manager: Nothing to report.  
Finance Officer: The Board of Equalization meetings will be scheduled the week of March 18th, 2019.  The Humboldt Equalization meeting will be held on March 18th, 2019. Equalization appeals may be accepted through March 14th, 2019.   Baars will contact the West Central School District and ask to have a member of the school board present for the meeting.  Place and time of the Equalization meeting will be set at the next town board meeting scheduled for February 25th, 2019.  Baars has scheduled the 2018 annual audit for February 20th, 2019. Schoenfish will be completing the annual audit.
