Agenda Approval: Baars asked to amend the agenda to add Equalization Meeting Date to #6 letter B.  Motion to approve the agenda with amendments was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the Regular Session minutes from Monday February 10th, was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public.
Business: Town board discussed setting the public hearing date, for the proposed special assessment on the property listed at 204 N Main St, for Monday March 16th, 2020 @ 6:30pm.  Motion to approve the date of March 16th, 2020 @ 6:30pm for the public hearing on the proposed special assessment, was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Town board discussed setting the date to hold the Equalization meeting for Monday March 16th, 2020 after the public hearing on the proposed special assessment meeting.  Motion to approve the date of Monday March 16th, 2020 @ 6:30pm for the Equalization Meeting, was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried. 
Department Reports:  
Planning and Zoning: Baars stated there was no meeting held.  
Natural Gas:  Elko was present to give the Natural Gas update.  Items discussed were the updating of the Natural Gas information on Humboldt’s website, Resolution 20-09 Natural Gas Fees was approved for the first reading.  Elko stated there is a meeting scheduled on March 3rd @ 6:30pm with Eric Todd, Northern Natural Gas and the Natural Gas Board to discuss therm capacity.  Natural Gas has asked that one Town Board member attend the monthly Natural Gas board meetings.  Lund has stated he will attend the March Natural Gas meeting. 
Utility Manager: Beaner discussed the option of getting rid pf Humboldt’s payloader and purchasing a new one through Sourcewell.  Current estimated price on a new payloader is $152,000.00.  Options on surplusing Humboldt’s current payloader will be discussed at a later date.  Beaner stated he is working on cleaning out all inlets of ice and debris. Beaner also fixed the stop sign at 4th and Roberts.  Beaner discussed the repairs to the water tower.  Estimated cost to repair the inside and base of the water tower is $40,000.00.  Further discussion will be held on the repairs to the water tower.  Lund asked Baars to add a new water tower fund to the budget going forward.  Beaner will look at options to repair the wire and wood poles around the parking area at the ballfields.   
Finance Officer: Baars has asked to take vacation March 10th -March 12th.  Motion to approve Baars vacation request was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Baars stated there has been one petition received for a seat on the Town Board.  Deadlines for petitions is Friday February 28th @ 5pm.  
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
