Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 13th at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth, Heather VanZee and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Erin Konechne, Dave Derschan and Jon Fischer. 
A motion to approve the agenda was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. Motion carried.
A motion to approve the February 27th minutes was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee. Motion carried.

New Business: A third appraisal is needed for the museum building to move forward with selling the museum building or swapping the museum for the lot on the corner of Main and 3rd Street. Dave Derschan was present to discuss the possible land and building swap between him and the city. Humboldt has to follow certain guidelines when selling city owned property. Derschan is in favor of coming to an agreement with the city for the exchange of properties. More information will be had at the next meeting. 

City engineer, Jon Fischer, presented the scope of service for replatting a portion of Rusmill Addition for developing the future lots on Ford Avenue. After review, Lund motioned to accept the agreement for professional services by Stockwell Engineers to move forward with the replatting at the cost of $3500. Griepp seconded the motion. Motion carried. Fischer further explained that the sewer project came in under budget and that the city can use the remaining funds toward the next phases of construction. 

First Manufacturing needs an easement to re-allow access from their lot onto Highway 38. First Manufacturing will work with adjacent land owner, Jesse Travis, and the DOT to gain the easement. Council is ok with allowing the access. People are encouraged not to use this access to highway 38 through the First Manufacturing parking lot and to use 2nd Avenue if possible. 
Old Business: Siemonsma will contact a couple companies for quote on refinishing the HCC floors. 

Siemonsma is waiting to hear back from Verizon on their easement and contract. She will report at the next meeting if the documents are received. 
Department Reports: 
Sheriff:  48.07 hours were logged in town for the month of February. A full report is on file at the finance office. 
Water: Water rates were reviewed by the board. The rates have not been adjusted in a few years; therefore, the council would like to see a steady increase beginning in 2017 and to happen year after year. DENR has certain guidelines that cities need to meet to be eligible for state grants. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to raise the minimum water rate from $8 to $13. Motion carried. Siemonsma will draft a water rate resolution to present to the board at the next meeting stating the water rates and charges per thousand gallons used. 
Utility Manager: Beaner presented the board with the additional cost for adding the water lines at the ball field. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to proceed with the additional water mains at the cost of $3500 plus excavation. Motion carried.  
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by Griepp and a second by VanZee. Motion carried.
