Minutes: Motion to approve the March 9th, 2020 meeting minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Van Zee.  All aye, motion carried.  Motion to approve the March 16th, 2020 special session minutes was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried. Marlene Elko and Taylor Ekle left the meeting at 8:20pm.  Relief for Humboldt’s residents was discussed.  Motion to approve to waive late fees for water and sewer and to stop shutoffs effective immediately, was made by VanZee and seconded any Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.  This matter will be reviewed again in May.  Natural Gas will review relief for residents at their next scheduled meeting to be held in April.  Motion to approve City employees the ability to work from home if necessary, was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried. At this time all utility payments will only be accepted through the drop box, mail or online.  Motion to approve Resolution 20-10 Special Assessment, was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Motion to approve the first reading or Ordinance 20-02 Supplemental Budget, was made by Schmeichel and seconded by VanZee.  Lund Nay, Muth, Griepp, VanZee and Schmeichel aye, motion carried.
