The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday April 22nd, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Adam Lund and Theresa Muth. Heather VanZee was absent.  Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Erin Konechne, Taylor Ekle and Dave Derschan were present for the public. Paul Clarke, Humboldt’s building inspector was present.   
Baars asked to amend agenda to add DSG water meters and East Lift Station under department reports.  Motion to approve amended agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve the April 8th, 2019 minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: Schmeichel talked about umboldt scheduling having a Humboldt having a Humboldt Day’s.        
Business: Annual Appointments:

Motion by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to appoint Paul Clarke as Town of Humboldt’s City Inspector.  All aye, motion carried.

Motion by Muth and seconded by Griepp to appoint Minnehaha County Sheriff Department as Town of Humboldt’s law enforcement. All aye, motion carried.  

Motion by Griepp and seconded by Muth to appoint Minnehaha Messenger as Town of Humboldt’s legal publication.  All aye, motion carried.

Clarke presented Ordinance 19-03, Revision to Chapter 10.03 to the town board.  Motion to approve the first reading of Ordinance 19-03 was made by Muth and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried. Derschan was presented a replat for 103 E 2nd Ave.  Motion to approve replat for 103 E 2nd Ave was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried. Baars presented the 2019 Town of Humboldt Insurance Policy Renewal through Puthoff Insurance.  Motion to approve insurance renewal pending updates to the address reflected for the finance office and values to the Humboldt Community Center and Museum was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  Griepp nay, Muth, Lund and Schmeichel aye, motion carried. Town owned properties on Ford Street were discussed.  Baars will contact attorney on how to procced with listing and selling the properties.  Taylor Ekle was present to introduce herself as the new Natural Gas board member.  Ekle was appoint during the annual appointments.  The joint meeting with the Natural Gas Board and Town Board has been scheduled for Monday April 29th.   Motion to adopt Resolution 19-10 Resolution of Necessity was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried. 
Department Reports: 
Natural Gas: No one was present from Natural Gas to give the monthly update.

Planning and Zoning:  Baars was present to give the update.  There were five building permits approved. A public hearing has been scheduled for Tuesday May 21st, 2019 at 6:00pm at the Humboldt Community Center on the 2019 Humboldt Zoning Regulations.
Streets: Beaner discussed options for repairing the roads in town.  Rubble site will be open during the Humboldt Clean Up Day.  The site will then be moved to a new location.  Burning will be prohibited at the new location.   
Parks: Beaner discussed the purchase of a grapple.  Further discussion will be held.     
Water: Beaner discussed water meter options for the upcoming water meter replacements project.  Further discussion will be held.    
Sewer: Town of Humboldt has been renting a tractor from B & B Ag Lines to run the lagoon pump. An hourly fee for the rental of the tractor was discussed.  Motion to approve $50 hour for the Town of Humboldt to rent the tractor was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Beaner discussed the east lift station failing.  Beaner presented the repair order and costs associated with replacing the east lift station.  Motion to approve the purchase of a new east lift station with a cost of $38,000 was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.     
Humboldt Community Center: Discussion was had on the purchase of a backup generator for the Humboldt Community Center.  The community center could then be used as a gathering place for the residents in the event of natural disasters, power outages or any other emergency that may arise.  Baars has been asked to research grants for the purchase of a generator.       
Finance Officer: Baars updated the town board on the payment progress for the large utility balance.  Further updates will be given. A review of utility late fees was held.  Baars will present the recommended changes at the next scheduled board meeting.  Rental properties outstanding utility balances will be discussed at a future meeting.  Baars gave an update on the progress of the Humboldt Clean Up Day.    
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.

Items for Next Meeting: Supplemental budget, town owned property, purchase of grapple, purchase of picnic tables, DSG meters, grading Ford Street.
