Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday April 27th, 2020 at Humboldt Community Center. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Theresa Muth, Heather VanZee and Allen Schmeichel. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Marlene Elko was present for Natural Gas. Jon Fischer was present for Stockwell Engineering. Present for the public was Erin Konechne and Nathan and Jennifer Leonard.
Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee. All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the April 13th minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: Konechne spoke of ways to honor the Senior Class of 2020 within Humboldt. Ideas discussed was hanging banners on Main Street. 
Business: Annual Appointments:

Motion to appoint Adam Lund to a 3 year term as a Board Trustee was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. Lund abstained. Schmeichel, Griepp, Muth and VanZee aye. Motion carried.

Motion to appoint Ritchy Griepp to a 1 year term as Board Trustee was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel. Griepp abstained. Schmeichel, VanZee, Muth and Lund aye. Motion carried.
Motion to appoint Allen Schmeichel to a 1 year term as Board Trustee was made by Lund and seconded by Muth. Schmeichel abstained. Griepp, Muth, VanZee and Lund aye. Motion carried.

Motion to appoint Jennifer Leonard to a 2 year term as Board Trustee was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to appoint Nathan Leonard to a 2 year term as Board Trustee was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 

Motion to appoint Nicole Baars as Finance Officer was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.

Motion to approve Mike Beaner as Utility Manager was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.

Motion to appoint Heather VanZee to a 1 year term as a Natural Gas Board Member was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth. VanZee abstained. Griepp, Muth, Schmeichel and Lund aye, motion carried.

Motion to appoint Meierhenry Sargent LLP as the City Attorney was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.

Motion to approve Reliabank as Humboldt’s Depository was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. Lund abstained. Schmeichel, Muth, Griepp and VanZee aye. Motion carried.

Motion to appoint the Minnehaha County Sherriff as Humboldt’s Law Enforcement was made by Muth and seconded by Lund. All aye, motion carried.

Fischer gave an update on the progress of Phase II of the Utility Project. Items discussed was work starting on 5th Ave and Madison Street. Fischer also discussed what sections of the Sewer project could be removed to stay within budget. Review of these items will be done at the next regular scheduled meeting. 
Department Reports:
Planning and Zoning: Baars gave an update on the meeting held on April 27th. Baars stated there were five building permits approved. Planning & Zoning board advised the Town Board to allow Baars to approve any building permits for shingles as long as there are no changes to the materials. Motion to accept the Planning & Zoning Board motion to allow Baars to approve building permits for shingles, was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. Planning & Zoning Board advised the Town Board to allow a Special Session Meeting fee to be assessed to any building permits wanting approval before any scheduled meeting without scheduling a Special Meeting. Town Board stated that to charge a Special Session Meeting fee there would need to be an agenda posted 24 hours prior to the permit being decided on.  
Natural Gas: Elko gave an update from the April 20th Natural Gas Meeting. Items discussed were gaining capacity from CenterPoint, Crooks being the point operator until the TBS split is final, re-engineering the skid at the TBS Station, and Natural Gas voted to waive late fees and suspend disconnects for residents due to COVID-19. Betz will send out a letter to landlords stating that the landlords are able to request utilities be shut off to any rental property they own in Humboldt. Elko also gave a presentation on the history of Natural Gas fund balances. 

Utility Manager:
Humboldt Community Center: Beaner stated the Golden West Hotspot was installed at the community Center. The original site did not have electrical access. Baars will add this information to May’s newsletter. 
Streets: Beaner spoke of future items that will need to be purchased after the Utility Project is completed. Items listed were a Street Sweeper and a City Shop.
Sewer: Beaner stated he was called out for a sewer back on the main line. The future purchase of a Camera will assist in finding were and how the main sewer lines are backed up.  
Finance Officer: Baars presented the Board with the adjustments submitted with the 2019 Annual Report that was completed by Schoenfish. Motion to approve the adjustments was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. Motion to approve the 2019 Annual Report was made by VanZee and seconded by Lund. All aye, motion carried. Motion to make an additional principal payment of $25K to the 6th Ave Special Assessment bond was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
