Agenda Approval: Baars asked to amend the agenda to add Stockwell under Business.  VanZee asked to amend the agenda to show the correct minutes of April 16th, 2019.  Motion to approve the amended agenda with corrections was made by Schmeichel and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the April 16th, 2019 minutes was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: Siemonsma voiced his concerns about raising utility rates without notice to the residents. Garrey spoke about rates.  

Business: Fisher presented the town board the bids received from the contractors, for the sewer project. Discussion on what the bids came in at and what, if anything, could be cut from the project if needed.  Awarding of the bid for the sewer project will be voted on at the May 13th, 2019 meeting.   McKee from Northwestern Energy gave a presentation on their interest of purchasing the natural gas system from Humboldt.  Discussion was held between town board members and natural gas members concerning the natural gas bond, rate per therm, insulation costs and scheduling a public hearing to discuss the natural gas system in Humboldt.  Garrey spoke about the history of the natural gas system in Humboldt and what the path to selling the natural gas system would be.
