The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday May 13th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Allen Schmeichel, Theresa Muth and Heather VanZee.  Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Mike Noonan, Sam Eastlick and Virginia Mathieu were present for the public. John Fisher was present for Stockwell. 
Baars asked to amend agenda to add appointment of Planning and Zoning board member under Business letter J. Beaner asked to amend the agenda to add sealing of streets under Department Reports streets letter F. Motion to approve the agenda with amendments was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes:

Motion to approve the April 22nd meeting minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund.  VanZee abstained, all others aye, motion carried.

Motion to approve the April 29th special session meetings was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  Lund abstained, all others aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: Schmeichel spoke of suggesting there be a pros and cons completed on the natural gas system.umboldt scheduling having a Humboldt       
Business: Baars presented the first draw of the SRF loan for the 2019 Street and Utility Improvements. Motion to approve the first draw of the SRF loan was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.  Fisher was present from Stockwell to present the town board with the contractor bids for the 2019 Street and Utility Improvements. Lowest bid came in from Prunty Construction at $4,308,175.18.  Motion to award the 2019 Street and Utility Improvements project to Prunty Construction for $4,308,175.18 was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried. Big J’s Malt Beverage License renewal was presented for approval.  Approval of license was tabled till next meeting due to missing information on the renewal application. Friendly’s Malt Beverage License renewal was presented for approval. Motion to approve Friendly’s Malt Beverage License was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried. The seconded reading of Ordinance 19-03-Updating of the International Building Codes was held. A grammar error was discovered on the form and requested to be changed.  Motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 19-03 with grammar correction was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee. All aye, motion carried. A review of the water and sewer late fees listed in Resolution 19-11-Fines and Fees was held. Discussion over whether to go from a percentage to a flat charge for water and sewer late fees was had. No action was taken. Discussion to surplus town owned property located on Ford Street lots 7 & 8 was held.  Motion to surplus Town owned property located on Ford Street lots 7 & 8 was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.  Discussion was held on the sale of town owned land to ATS.  Further review of land available will be held. Finance office received a certified letter from a resident of Humboldt.  Town board stated that the resident attends a meeting to address their concerns.  Sam Eastlick was in attendance to state his interest in becoming the fifth board member for the Planning and Zoning board.  Motion to appoint Sam Eastlick as the fifth member of the Planning and Zoning board was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.   
Department Reports: 
Utility Manager:

Streets: Beaner discussed street repairs to portions of Madison, Jefferson, Anway and 2nd Ave with a total cost of $12,500.00.  Motion to approve street repairs to Madison, Jefferson, Anway and 2nd Ave with a total cost of $12,500.00 was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.  Beaner discussed sealing 2nd Ave, Grant and 4th Ave with a total cost of $21,105.00.  Motion to approve the sealing of 2nd Ave, Grant and 4th Ave with a total cost of $21,105.00 was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.    
Parks: Beaner discussed purchasing (6) 8’ aluminum picnic tables for the park and (4) 9’ bleachers for the ball fields with a total cost of $8,405.80.  Motion to approve the purchase of the 6 picnic tables and 4 bleachers with a total cost of $8,405.80 was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  Muth, VanZee and Schmeichel aye, Griepp and Lund nay, motion carried.  Beaner informed the town board that the south siren is not working.  Baars has been asked to research grants for sirens.     
Water: Beaner presented the quote from DSG for the purchase of Kamstrup water meters for the 2019 Street and Utility Improvements project.  Quoted cost of meters is $92,325.00.  Motion to approve the purchase of Kamstrup water meters for $92,325.00 was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.      
Sewer: Beaner informed the board that he will need to pump the lagoon this month.  Beaner updated the town board on the issue of the resident tampering with their natural gas meter.  
Humboldt Community Center: No discussion was held. 
Finance Officer: Baars presented an email request to have late fees for water and sewer waived on account #249.  After discussion motion to deny wavier of water and sewer late fees was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Clarification of the insurance values set for the Humboldt Community Center the maintenance shop and park were held.  Baars will verify with Puthoff Insurance that the values are correct.   
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
