Agenda Approval:

Baars asked to amend the agenda to add Dave Derschan rezone for his properties on Main St under section 6, letter A, number II.  Schmeichel asked to add grass clippings under section 8, number VI.  Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  
Minutes:

Motion to approve the May 13th meeting minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.

Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public.
Community Reports:

Planning & Zoning:  Baars updated the town board on the building permits that had been approved by the Planning Board.  Planning and Zoning held a Public Hearing for the 2019 Humboldt Zoning Regulations.  Planning and Zoning board approved and has recommended the approval of the 2019 Humboldt Zoning Regulations to the town board.  Derschan presented his rezoning for his properties on Main St.  Motion to approve the rezoning for the properties owned on Main St was made by Lund and seconded by Muth.   All aye, motion carried. 
Natural Gas Board: Update has been scheduled for the June 10th meeting. 
Business: 
Derschan was present to ask if he could connect to the town’s storm drain for his new event center and stated he would cover the cost.  Baars will contact Stockwell to see if this is possible.  Tammy Curry asked to have the siren testing moved from twice a day to monthly.  Baars will contact the national weather service in Sioux Falls to see what the requirements are for testing the town sirens.  Big J’s 2019 Malt Beverage License was reviewed.  Motion to approve Big J’s malt license was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried. Baars did not have any new updates with the Interactive Building lot.  Baars informed the town board that there would need to be a system update to have the water and sewer late fees changed from being charged a percentage to a base fee.  Baars has been asked to research if there would be a fee to update the system.  Further discussion will be held.  The first reading of Ordinance 19-04 Supplemental Appropriations was held.  Motion to approve the first reading of Ordinance 19-04 Supplemental Appropriation was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.   
Department Reports: 
Utility Manager:

Streets: Beaner discussed purchasing a tractor and getting rid of the skid loader.  Further discussion will be held at the next meeting.  
Parks: Beaner informed the town board that there are grants through FEMA for both the purchase of a generator for the Community Center and the purchase of a new south siren.  Further research will be done and discussion at the next meeting will be held.    
Water: Beaner is in the process of locating all the curb stops.  
Sewer: Beaner informed the board that he will need to pump the lagoon this month.  
Humboldt Community Center: Baars would like to hold a family movie night in the Community Center.  The date and time will be determined, and notification will be given through the monthly newsletter, website and listed on Humboldt’s marquee sign.  Schmeichel would like to have a reminder sent out to make sure residents are aware that grass clippings are not allowed to be blown into the streets or be allowed to go into the sewer. Baars will put a reminder in the monthly newsletter.  
Finance Officer: Baars updated the town board on the training her and Mike attended.  
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
