The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Tuesday May 26th, 2020 at Humboldt Community Center. Vice President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Jennifer Leonard and Nathan Leonard. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Jon Fischer was present for Stockwell. Present for the public was Brian Walker. Adam Lund arrived at 7:27pm.
Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Griepp and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the May 11th minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: Schmeichel discussed holding clean up day in the fall. Baars will contact Tim Vilhauer and get a date in place. 
Business: Fischer gave an update on the 2019 Utility Improvement Project. Items discussed were storm sewer and water main installation on Main St and sewer in alley south of 4th and Roberts. Motion to approve Big J’s Roadhouse 2020 Malt Beverage License was made by Griepp and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. Baars stated there are some residents in Humboldt that received a Nuisance Letter addressing the cleanup of their property. Some residents have asked for a detailed list of items that need to be removed. Residents stated the letter received and Humboldt Ordinance attached was very vague. Baars will contact the City Attorney to get clarification on the reason for way the Ordinance is written. Baars will also consult the Attorney to see if a detailed list of items needed to be removed can be include in the nuisance letters. Town Board discussed establishing a contract between Humboldt and the Baseball Association. This contract would define what Humboldt is responsible for and what the baseball association is responsible for when it comes to expenses. Griepp stated there might an agreement of some kind, either in minutes or on paper addressing who is responsible for what. Baars will review past minutes and documents to find such agreement. Motion to approve fireworks for the baseball game that is scheduled for July 10th 2020 by the Baseball Association was made by Griepp and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. Baars stated there is no new updates on the Interactive Building.  
Department Reports:
Planning & Zoning: Baars gave an update from the meeting held on May 26th, 2020. Items discussed were the approval of three new building permits and one renewal of an expired permit.

Natural Gas: Baars gave an update from the meeting held on May 18th, 2020. The election of a new Board President and Vice President were held. Sam Eastlick was elected as the new Board President and Taylor Ekle was elected as the new Board Vice President. The Natural Gas Board also voted to hire Clayton Energy as their gas supplier. Utility Manager:
Streets: Beaner discussed the utilities lying under Sara Street and if there is a way to tie into them to have a third loop system option for the water. Fischer has been asked to research if there is currently a utility easement or what needs to be done to acquire such easement. Further discussion will be held. 
Sewer: Baars stated the job description and employment application for the Lawn Waste Site Attendant has been posted on Humboldt’s Website. Deadline for applications is Monday June 15th, 2020.
Finance Office: Discussion was held on reinstating late fees and disconnections for utility bills. Motion to reinstated late fees starting on June 15th and reinstating disconnections effective July was made by N. Leonard and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Griepp and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.
