Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday June 8th, 2020 at Humboldt Community Center. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Jennifer Leonard, Allen Schmeichel and Nathan Leonard. Nicole Baars was present for city personnel. Present for the public was Brian Walker and Kelly O’Gorman. Jon Fischer with Stockwell Engineering arrived at 7:43pm. 
Agenda Approval: Baars asked to amend the agenda to add Resolution 20-10-02 to section 6.E and Grant for trees to section 6.F. Motion to approve the agenda with amendments was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the May 26th minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: J. Leonard asked if there was a time limit for parking on a city street. 
Business: Discussion was held on the necessity for the warning sirens going off each day at 12pm and 6pm. O’Gorman gave a presentation on the effects of the daily damage to hearing due to the decibels the sirens give off. She also spoke of studies proving that overuse of the siren causes confusion on if it is a legitimate warning. Motion to test the warning siren only on the first Saturday of each month and testing be completed by the Emergency Response System, was made by Schmeichel, and seconded by N. Leonard. Griepp nay. N. Leonard, Schmeichel, J. Leonard and Lund aye, motion carried.  Discussion was held on an agreement between Humboldt and the West Central Baseball Ass. Discussed on having the association submit a list of projects for the following year prior to budget time. Baars will contact the Baseball Association to ask that a representative attend the next Town Board meeting. Baars gave an update on the Interactive building. Motion to approve Resolution 20-10-02 Special Assessment, was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. Discussion was held on what trees will be requested for the Tree Planting Grant. Trees suggested are Red Maple and Colorado Blue Spruce with 25 trees being requested. Motion to approve Baars to complete the Tree Planting Grant Application was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.  Fischer gave an update on the 2019 Utility Improvement Project. Items discussed were sewer and water installation being completed on Main, dirt work is continuing on 4th Ave and work on 6th Ave will begin June 10th or 11th.

Utility Manager:
Streets: Fischer gave an update on the current utility easement for Sara Street that only includes the sewer. Fischer recommended acquiring a 50’ to 60’ easement to include all three utilities that are currently under Sara Street. 
Water: The purchase of the large water meter has been tabled till next meeting due to lack of a cost quote for installation of meter.
Sewer: Baars informed the Town Board that a representative from DENR was out and inspected the Towns Lawn Waste Site. Baars is waiting for the official report of violations found during the inspection so the issues can be addressed at the next scheduled Town Board meeting. 

Finance Office: Motion to approve Baars vacation request for June 16th and 17th was made by Schmeichel and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.  
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Lund and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.
