Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in special session on Tuesday, June 20, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Brenda Haviland and Marlene Elko were present from the Natural Gas Board. Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel.  
The night’s agenda was amended to move Executive Session before Business to discuss on a motion by Muth and a second from VanZee. All aye, motion carried. 
Short open discussion was held about city fireworks. If Big J’s Roadhouse is selling fireworks, Schmeichel would like the city to purchase the fireworks from them to keep the business local. Siemonsma will follow up at the next meeting. 

Pursuant SDCL 1-25-2, the council entered executive session at 6:08pm for the purpose of reviewing the three top candidates for the City Utilities Manager position on a motion by VanZee and a second from Muth. The council exited executive session at 6:49pm on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Griepp. 
The governing boards, by secret ballot, each voted on the top three candidates. After the ballots were received and tallied, candidate #1 was selected to be offered the position. A motion was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth to extend the offer to candidate #1 and call them in to make the offer. Muth, Griepp, Lund and VanZee voted aye and Schmeichel voted no. Motion carried. Should candidate #1 refuse the offer, a motion was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp to extend an offer to candidate #2. All aye, motion carried. Candidate #1 was called back into the meeting and the council presented an offer of 100% single health insurance paid by city, SD Retirement up to 6% match by the city, 40 hours vacation from July through December, 4 hours of sick time per month and a starting pay of $19.10 per hour. Candidate #1, Mike Beaner, accepted the offer and will start with the city after his 2 weeks’ notice to his current employer. 
 Short discussion was held about the Humboldt City signs. Siemonsma presented the council the option to increase the size of the overall size of the sign to 18 feet wide by 12 feet high. The new size would allow for a uniform size for the business signs that surround the Humboldt sign. The council likes the new size. Siemonsma will request quotes from area sign companies and present any info at the next meeting. 
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 7:14pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth. All aye, motion carried.
