Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday June 22nd, 2020 at Humboldt Community Center. Vice President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Jennifer Leonard and Nathan Leonard. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Present for the public was Brian Walker, Erin Konechne and Dave Rieck. Nolan Whiting was present for the West Central Baseball Association. Jon Fischer with Stockwell Engineering arrived at 7:43pm. 
Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Griepp and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the June 8th minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public. 
Public Hearing: Motion to approve the Humboldt Bar Special Events License for June 27th with a refund of $100 was made by N. Leonard and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. Motion to approve the Big J’s Roadhouse Special Events License for July 11th with a refund of $100 was made by N. Leonard and seconded by J. Leonard. Schmeichel abstained. Griepp, N. Leonard and J. Leonard aye, motion carried. Motion to approve the Big J’s Roadhouse Special Events License for August 8th with a refund of $100 was made by N. Leonard and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.  
Business: Whiting discussed plans that the West Central Baseball association have for the ballfields in Humboldt and feel that more open communication between the Town Board and Association needs to be had. Whiting agreed to have an Association representative attend more Town Board meetings to discuss projects, funding, and upcoming events. Whiting also discussed the cleaning of facilities, the road leading to the new Verizon Tower and the fact that there are keys to the facilities that are issued to unknown people. Idea for correcting the key issue would be to rekey all ballfield facilities or purchase key pads. Beaner will look into the cost of these options. Baars stated there were no new updates on the Interactive building. Baars presented the Town Board with Resolution 20-05 to purchase the tax certificate for the lot where the Interactive Building stood. Schmeichel asked what the cost of the Tax Certificate was and Baars stated the attorney was working with the county to get the exact cost. Estimated cost that was quoted on February 2020 was $19,184.49 which a portion of that would be paid back to Humboldt. Motion to approve Resolution 20-05 Resolution to Purchase the Assignment of Tax Certificate was made by Griepp and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. Fischer gave an update on the Utility Improvement Project. Items discussed were parking on Main Street and starting asphalt on Wednesday. Motion to approve Pay Application Seven with paying the application amount once funding has been received, was made by N. Leonard and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. Baars asked for clarification on the Special Events License Humboldt requires for anyone wanting to hold a special event within the town limits. After discussion, the Special Events License will be required for anyone wanting to hold a special event that is open to the public. A Special Events License application will need to be submitted, to the Finance Office, 30 days prior to the event so a Public Hearing can be scheduled. Detailed plans for the event will need to be submitted with the application. The applicant will need to attend the Public Hearing for any questions or clarification that may arise. Anyone wanting to hold a private event at the Humboldt Community Center would pay the HCC rental fee and to apply for an HCC Temporary Liquor License if liquor will be sold. 
Department Reports:
Utility Manager:
Streets: The Town Board reviewed and discussed the Parking Ordinance. Reminder letters will be sent to any resident parking in an alleyway that would inhibit any Emergency vehicles from accessing that alleyway.  Regarding 5th Ave has been tabled till next meeting. Beaner discussed applying dust control to all gravel roads within the town limits of Humboldt. Estimated total cost for dust control is $5,000.00. Town Board will look at applying dust control once Utility Project has been completed. Beaner stated the blue city pickup has a bad transmission. Motion to surplus the blue city pickup was made by N. Leonard and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.  
Water: Beaner stated he would install the large water meter for the Elevator Fertilizer pit. Motion to purchase the large water meter for the Elevator Fertilizer pit with the credit Humboldt has with DSG at the estimated cost of $2,500, was made by N. Leonard and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.  
Sewer: Baars presented the letter with violations Humboldt received from the DENR for the Lawn Waste Site. The letter stated Humboldt is only allowed to accept untreated lumber scraps, trees or tree branches. Beaner stated he has cleaned up the Lawn Waste Site in accordance to the DENR letter. Options for Humboldt to accept lawn clippings and leaves would be to provide a dumpster for those items or set up a composting site. Motion to rent a 13yard roll off dumpster at the cost of $245.00 per dump plus $12 a ton from the Sioux Falls Landfill, was made by Griepp and seconded by J. Leonard. N. Leonard abstained. Griepp, Schmeichel and J. Leonard aye, motion carried. 
Parks: Beaner talked about removing the basketball courts due to the Utility Project needing to piling dirt and gravel on them. Options for a new place for new basketball courts will be discussed further. 

Finance Office:  No items listed to discuss. 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 
Next Scheduled Meeting: Monday June 29th, 2020 @ 6pm at the Humboldt Community Center for Lawn Waste Site interviews. Next Regular Scheduled Meeting will be Monday July 13th, 2020 @ 7pm at the Humboldt Community Center.
