Open Public Discussion: 
Selberg spoke of a sewer backup he experienced in his rental property here in Humboldt.  He stated that the town experienced a failure of their east lift station and believes this was the cause of his back-up.  Baars will follow up with Humboldt’s insurance company.

Barenklau, Carnahan and Siemonsma feel there needs to be an update to the Humboldt ordinance to include all dogs be on a leash when not in their house or fenced yard. Barenklau has also asked if there could be a Proof of Insurance Coverage on any dogs registered with Humboldt.  Baars will contact the City Attorney on the updating of the ordinance and licensing requirements.  Derschan was present to update the town board on the progress of construction on the event center.  He has also asked if he could take the trees removed during construction to the rubble site. Planning and Zoning:

Humboldt Community Center: Discussion was held on the purchase of new chairs for the Community Center. Motion to table the purchase of new chairs for the Community Center was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried.
