Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday July 8th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel and Heather VanZee.  Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Jon Fischer was present for Stockwell.  Present for the public was Dave Rieck, Bob Zirpel and Mike Garrey.
Agenda Approval:

Motion to approve the agenda was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes:

Motion to approve the June 24th meeting minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  Muth and Griepp abstained, VanZee, Lund and Schmeichel aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: 
Garrey voiced his concerns with the notice in Humboldt’s newsletter for the process of posting the agenda.

Business: 
Motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 19-06 Nuisances was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried. Motion to approve Resolution 19-11 Schedule of Fees and Fines was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Motion to approve to the second reading of Ordinance 19-02 Removal of Snow and Ice was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund.  All aye, motion carried. Fisher was present to give an update on the 2019 Street and Utility Project.   Items discussed were closure of roads, removal of trees and the moving of the gas line on 4th and 6th avenues. Contractors will work with the Natural Gas Board and Engineer on the issue of moving the gas lines. Lund stated the Town of Humboldt has received an anonymous donation to replace some of the trees being removed by the current Utility project.  Discussion was held on Dave Derschan asphalting the alleyway behind the Museum.  Motion to allow the alley behind the museum to be asphalted with the understanding that if the asphalt needs to be removed to access utilities Mr. Derschan will cover the cost to replace the asphalt, was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth.  All aye. Motion carried.
The discussion on a hiring a realtor for the surplus properties on Ford has been tabled will after the 2019 Street and Utility project is complete.  Discussion was held on the Interactive building and the notice of tax deed received from Minnehaha County.  Baars will research if the Town pays the taxes would they then own the property.

Utility Manager:

Streets: Beaner discussed the purchase of a bigger air compressor for the Town.  Beaner will get purchase quotes for the compressor.  Beaner discussed the purchase of a grapple for the skid loader.  Beaner will get purchase quotes for a new grapple.  Beaner talked about applying mag chloride for dust control to Ford Street, 5th and 1st Avenues, Washington Street, Lincoln Street and 2nd Ave leading to the Lagoons.  Estimated cost for the application of mag chloride to those streets is $5,462.50.  Motion to apply mag chloride to Ford, 5th, 1st, Washington, Lincoln and 2nd leading to the Lagoons for an estimated cost of $5,462.50 was made by Schmeichel and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.
Parks: Lund discussed the renaming of ball field A to Bob or Bobby Needles field.  Motion to rename ball field A to Bob or Bobby Needles field was made by Lund and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried. Beaner discussed removing the tennis courts from the park.  Motion to remove the tennis court from the park was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.
Water: Beaner suggested adding auto shutoff valves to the twin homes on 5th Ave.  Motion to add auto shutoff valves to the twin homes on 5th was made by Lund and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried. 
Sewer: Beaner presented a picture taken of non-permitted items found dumped at the rubble site.  Further discussion will be held on options for controlling what is dumped.  
Humboldt Community Center: Beaner stated a leak has been found on the roof of the Humboldt Community Center.  Beaner will view the leak and see what it would take to fix.
