Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday July 22nd, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel and Heather VanZee.  Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Jon Fischer was present for Stockwell.  Patrick Glover was present for Meierhenry Sargent.  Present for the public was Dan and Cheryl Barenklau, Marlene Elko, Marshall Selberg, Rylee Selberg, Rachal Selberg, Lynn Froke, Erin Konechne, Forest Smith and Crystal Pickner. Andy with the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society joined at 7:55pm. 
Agenda Approval:

Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes:

After review of the minutes from the July 8th meeting VanZee stated there was a grammar issue and that filed needed to read as field.  Motion to approve the June 8th minutes with the grammar change was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.

Open Public Discussion: 
Schmeichel asked if the lawn waste site was open on Saturday.  Beaner explained he opened it up for people to drop off trees and limbs that had fallen from the storm on Saturday.  

Business: 
Marshall Selberg was present to address the town board on his sewage backup he experienced back in April of this year.  Mr. Selberg is asking the town board to cover the cost of the repairs for the sewer backup. Town board asked for clarification on photos and invoices submitted for damages, a timeline of dates for the occurrence and when he first contacted Humboldt’s City Hall.  Town board has asked Crystal Pickner, currently renting the home Mr. Selberg owns and has the claim on, to submit any photos she may have of the damages.  Ms. Pickner stated she too has damages to items due to the sewage backup.  Baars will follow up with Humboldt’s Insurance company. 
Andy from Sioux Falls Humane Society was present to answer questions regarding procedures when calling animal control.  Procedures reviewed were reports of an animal running at large, when and how an animal is deemed dangerous and gave suggestions on ordinances the town could consider.  Discussion was held regarding Humboldt’s current Animal Ordinance and the possibility of requiring proof of insurance when licensing an animal, fines for not having an animal license with Humboldt and ideas for other animal updates.  Patrick Glover was present to help answer some of the questions the town board had regarding animal ordinances.  Baars will review other city ordinances in the area regarding the items discussed. 
Fischer was present to discuss the progress of the 2019 Street utility Improvement Project.  Fischer discussed where the project is now, what has been completed and tree removals.

Baars presented the town board with the Community Access Grant Agreement for signatures.  Motion to approve Town Board president Lund to sign the contract was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.  Glover discussed different options the Town of Humboldt may take to acquire the lot where the Interactive Building was stood.  Further discussion will be held. 
Baars presented the town board with the second reading of Ordinance 19-04 Supplemental Appropriation.  Motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 19-04 Supplemental Appropriation was made VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.      
Department Reports:
Planning and Zoning:

Baars gave an update on the special session meeting held on July 9th.   The special session was called to review a building permit for a greenhouse.  More information and research will be needed before a decision can be made on the permit. Baars also gave an update on the regular session meeting held July 22nd.  Baars stated there were five building permits approved by planning and zoning during the meeting. 

Natural Gas:

Elko was present to give an update on the regular session meeting held July 15th.  Items discussed during the July 15th meeting was the moving of the natural gas lines on 4th and 6th Avenues for the street project, having the natural gas employee Betz complete an inventory of Natural Gas items on hand and Betz’s continued training.  The public meeting for Natural Gas is scheduled for September 30th, 2019. Elko stated the Natural Gas board has approved an increase to the Natural Gas portion of the utility deposit from $75.00 to $100.00 effective January 1st, 2020.  
Utility Manager:

Streets: Beaner discussed quotes on the purchase of a new grapple.  Motion to approve the purchase of a grapple from Transource for the quoted purchase amount of $8,400.00 was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried. 
Beaner discussed quotes to purchase a new air compressor.  Motion to approve the purchase of a new air compressor from Napa for the quoted purchase amount of $1,100.00 was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried. 
Parks: No updates given.
Water: No updates given.
Sewer: Discussion was held on hiring part-time help for the Lawn Waste Site.  At this time no part-time help will be hired and the current process for accessing the Lawn Waste Site will continue.  
Humboldt Community Center: Beaner will look at the leak in the ceiling of the Finance Office.  
Finance Officer: Baars discussed adjusting the Finance Office hours to help complete daily tasks without impacting residents.  Motion to approve the finance office hours on Mondays to be 10:00am through 5:30pm effective July 29th, was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  VanZee nay, Muth, Griepp, Schmeichel and Lund aye, motion carried. 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
