Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 24, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Fred and Erin Konechne and Brenda Haviland.
Motion to adopt the agenda was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve July 10, 2017 minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee. All aye, motion carried.
Natural Gas report: Haviland was present to recap the gas meeting from July 17, 2017. She discussed the gas bill appeals and a couple issues were wrapped up and payment has been received. She discussed the progress with extending the gas line out to Big J’s Roadhouse along with future plans for expanding to other customers in that area. Centerpoint contract is still under consideration for changes. Centerpoint representative will be in contact and more discussion will be held at their next meeting. Gas board motioned to lock in 50% of the gas usage for the 2017-2018 season. Sam Eastlick was appointed to the board to fulfill the vacant position and Lynn Froke was appointed for another 5 year term. 
Planning Commission: Siemonsma presented the board with the recap of the planning and zoning meeting and reviewed the building permits that were discussed and approved. 
New Business: The city fireworks ordinance was discussed and it was decided to revisit the ordinance next year and look at changing the dates and times that fireworks are allowed in city limits. 

The Verizon tower was discussed and Siemonsma is just waiting on the finalized paperwork to be sent to the office for approval by the board. More information will be held at the next meeting on the progress. 


Allowing incinerators within city limits was discussed. Because of the amount of burnable items that will be eliminated from the dump, a motion was made by VanZee to issue incinerator permits to interested parties contingent that the attorney review the permit before issuance. Motion was seconded by Schmeichel and passed with Schmeichel, Griepp, Lund and VanZee voting aye and Muth voting nay. 

Motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the Claims Release form from the Humboldt Bar naming Humboldt exempt of any liability from activities at the volleyball court. All aye, motion carried. 
Old Business: Replacement of the Humboldt signs and local business signs is in progress. Motion was made by Muth and seconded by Lund to purchase addition materials to complete the sign replacements including lumber and lights. All aye, motion carried. 

Humboldt Community Center camera system and smoke detector installations were discussed. A quote was received from KW Electric to install the smoke detectors. Motion by VanZee to accept the quote for $800.00 was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. The camera system is installed and operating. Motion by Griepp to approve the invoice from Handyman Sam for $360.00 was seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried. 


Late fees were discussed. Siemonsma continues to track the late fees received and presents to the board for review and approval. 

Stockwell Engineers was not present for discussion. 
Department Reports: 
Streets: Environmental dust control was discussed because some complaints were received on the quality of the application. Council decided to give the application time to settle and review the quality of the roads in fall. More discussion will follow. Beaner discussed crack seal for city streets and discussed cost for the work to be done. The council would like Beaner to look into other quotes and present them at the next meeting. 
Utility Manager: Beaner presented the board with a quote for a street sweeper attachment for the city payloader. Because of the expense, the board would like to look at other quotes to keep within budget. More discussion will be held at the next meeting. 
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the board with the monthly past due and disconnection list. Disconnection will ensue for all past due and delinquent accounts. A building permit for a home demo was presented. Payment for the permit will need to be received by the finance office before the home will be demoed. Siemonsma presented the board with the applications and resumes received for the Finance Officer position. Interviews will be held on July 25th. 2018 budget will be reviewed by the board at the next board meeting. Natural gas fund budget will be reviewed by the gas board. Siemonsma presented the 2017 front foot assessment to the board for payable in 2018. Motion by VanZee to keep the assessment at $0.80 per foot was seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. 
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and monthly payroll were reviewed. Motion by VanZee to approve claims was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Items for council: The first meeting in August will be moved to Tuesday, August 15, 2017 due to a scheduling conflict. Notice will be posted. Motion by Lund to move Don Boll salary for city work outside natural gas duties to $12.50 per hour based on salaries resolution for part-time wages was seconded by VanZee. Lund, Griepp, Muth and VanZee voted aye and Schmeichel voted nay. Motion carried. 
Adjournment: With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:52pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth. All aye, motion carried.
