Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 27, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Allen Schmeichel. Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel. Theresa Muth and Daryl Sieverding were absent with cause. Others present were Tyler Busser and Mike Garrey. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on July 13, 2015. Motion passed.
Short open discussion was held concerning dumping trees into the city dump. Mike Garrey asked if the site was available to take trees and the council agreed that was the purpose of the site. Lawn trimmings, trees, brush and things of that nature are the only items allowed at the site. All violations are subject to a $500 fine. Garrey left the meeting at 7:09
BUSINESS: 
Tyler Busser was present to ask the council if they would consider overturning the Planning and Zoning Board’s decision against him siding his shed with steel siding. Siemonsma will contact the attorney to make sure the right steps are followed to overturn the decision. 
The council is interested in updating and adding playground equipment. Further information will be gathered to get a good idea on what equipment would need to be replaced and/or purchased. The council will follow up at the next meeting. 

Some discussion was had concerning the museum building. For how little the museum is used and visited, the council may be interested in selling the building and moving the museum artifacts into the finance office and school. The city is spending money on the museum utilities so the council would like to look into justifying the need for the museum building. More discussion will be had on moving the museum and/or museum items. 

On a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Lund, the malt beverage license for Big J’s Roadhouse was renewed for 2015-2016. Motion passed. 

The Humboldt Bucks account was discussed. On the recommendation from Schoenfish & Co auditors, it was decided that the account will be closed at Reliabank at the end of the year and the remaining funds in the account will be transferred to the General Fund. Any certificates will be honored until the end of the year until the account is closed. $104.55 is the remaining balance in the account.

Utility Manager: Sieverding was absent from the meeting and will follow up with the council at the next board meeting.
Finance Officer: Siemonsma will be working on the 2016 Budget to be approved by September 1st.
