Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday August 20th, 2020 at Humboldt Community Center. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Allen Schmeichel and Jennifer Leonard. Nathan Leonard arrived at 7:45pm. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Jon Fischer with Stockwell Engineering arrived at 7:50pm. 
Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the July 27th minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public.
Business: Clean up has been scheduled for Saturday September 12th, 2020 from 8am-1pm. Items that will not be accepted are mattresses or tires. Beaner will see if a metal dumpster will be available for that day. Baars will place a reminder in the September newsletter. Baars stated there are no new updates on the Interactive building. Schmeichel stated he would like to get the Humboldt HRC or Development Network going. It would require a three person board. Baars will contact the attorney on how to get the board up and running. Humboldt will be looking for residents to sit on this board. Schmeichel would like to look at a building to house the payloader and other machinery the City owns. This would be a future project. Beaner will look to see what size building would be needed. Further discussion will be held. Jon Fischer gave an update on the 2019 utility Project. Items discussed were weed control and seeding to start. Jon also stated that paving has been completed. 
Department Reports:
Planning and Zoning: Updates given at last meeting of the month.
Natural Gas: Baars stated the Natural Gas Board met in Special Session on Monday August 10th to discuss the purchase of 39 additional Decatherms. The board voted to approve the purchase of the additional 39 Decatherms at a CIAC cost of $24,918 for a minimum of two years. The additional Decatherms are part of Northern Naturals 2022 West Leg Expansion Open Season. 
Utility Manager:
Water: Beaner stated the water usage for both ballfield “A” was 47,479 and usage for ballfield “E” was 23,000. This was for a two week period. Beaner has been in contact with Minnehaha Rural Water and their water tower project will not start for a year or two.
Streets: Beaner stated the manholes around town have been repaired. With the additional light poles Beaner will look for pricing on Christmas décor for those light poles. 
Finance Office: Baars presented the town board with a draft of the 2021 budget. Schmeichel asked Baars to review the video lottery fee. Baars will also add the Verizon Tower rent to revenue. First reading on budget will be held at the August 24th meeting.
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Schmeichel and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.

Items for Next Meeting: First Reading of the 2021 budget.
