Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Tuesday, August 15, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma, Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Erin Konechne.
Motion to adopt the agenda was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve July 24, 2017 minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve July 25, 2017 special session minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.

Open Discussion: Short discussion was held about annual Trunk or Treat event. The Town Board is interested in holding the event again at the HCC parking lot. Further discussion at next meeting.
Planning Commission: Siemonsma presented the board with a conditional use permit that was approved by Planning and Zoning Board to allow an in home daycare. Motion by Lund to approve the conditional use permit. Seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.  
New Business: Resolution adopting a conflict of interest policy for elected and appointed officials of the Town of Humboldt was reviewed by the board. Motion by Lund to adopt and approve Resolution 17-05. Seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. Resolution 17-05 will be published separately. 
Beaner presented the board with replacing rock at HCC with concrete. Beaner will gather information on cost of concrete as well as discuss labor. More information at the next meeting.

Discussion was held regarding cameras at both the park and the dump to monitor activity. Picnic table tops are being replaced with new wood for upkeep. Beaner will continue to work on the project.  

Discussion was had around burn pit rubble. Rubble needs to be removed and options could be costly. Beaner will explore different options for the rubble disposal.

Schmeichel was approached by a resident who wants to purchase fill dirt for personal use. Humboldt will not sell or give away fill dirt as it can be used for town projects.

Resident wants to build new home in town and has requested a fire hydrant to be raised or moved. Beaner estimated costs of raising hydrant at a cost of $600 and the cost of moving the hydrant at $1200. Because of extensive work to move hydrant, Humboldt would be willing to pay for the work to just raise it. More discussion at the next meeting. 
Old Business: The Verizon tower construction will be done on Ag land therefore Humboldt must apply for a conditional use permit. This requires a public notice and public hearing. Siemonsma and Schultz will schedule the public hearing and post notice on site. Planning and Zoning board meeting could be moved to September 11th before the Town Board meeting. Schultz will discuss the timeline at the next board meeting.

Incinerator permit was reviewed by the attorney and no issues were found.  

Humboldt signs was discussed. Beaner and Gilderhus have put up lumber necessary for both signs. Artwork was discussed and Schultz will follow up with Lund when artwork is completed. 3 businesses have committed to advertising thus far. Invoices will be sent. Interested businesses are encouraged to contact City Hall.

Department Reports: 
Sherriff: 50.03 hours were recorded in the month of July. A full report is available at the Finance Office. 
Streets: Spoke of crack seal. Beaner presented a new bid for crack seal to the board. Motion by Muth to accept Dakota Seal’s bid of $6600. Seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 
Utility Manager: Beaner presented options for a new street sweeper attachment. After some discussion and review motion by Schmeichel to purchase Sheenhan Mac’s sweeper professional series for $9550. Second by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the board with the monthly past due and disconnection list. Disconnection will ensue for all past due and delinquent accounts. 
Sales tax collection YTD was presented and reviewed by the board. Schultz will continue to track tax revenue and present quarterly. 
2018 budget was discussed. Past expenses and revenues were requested and will be given to the board. Schultz and the board will work on budget numbers for discussion at the next meeting. 
With the transition to the new finance officer City Hall and HCC keys were discussed. 
Schultz now has a town cell phone. 
Motion by Muth to update authorized signers for the town bank account to include Schmeichel, Lund and Schultz was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 
Discussion about newsletter timing and delivery was held. Monthly newsletters will continue with ongoing review. Newsletters are available online and in City Hall foyer should anyone like a copy. 
Schultz will have training on the new Banyon system for a 2018 launch.  
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and monthly payroll were reviewed. Motion by Muth to approve claims was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
