Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Nolan Whiting was present for the West Central Baseball Association. Al Doeve and Gabe Steinmeyer were present for the Hartford Area Foundation. Jon Fischer with Stockwell Engineering arrived at 7:46pm. 
Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve the August 10th minutes was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: Al Doeve and Gabe Steinmeyer talked about the Hartford Area Foundation and future plans the Hartford area is working on. 
Business: Fischer gave an update on the Utility Project. Fischer state there will be a walk through on Wednesday to finalize completion of items for the project. Motion to approve pay application #9 was made by Lund and seconded by N. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. Motion to approve the replat for 610 W 2nd Ave was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried. Baars gave an update on the Interactive Building. Baars stated the attorney is working with the county on the matter.    
Department Reports:
Planning and Zoning: Baars gave an update from the August 24th meeting. Items discussed were the approval of the replat for 610 W 2nd Ave. 
Natural Gas: Baars gave an update from the August 17th meeting. Items discussed were the approval of the 2021 Budget. 
Utility Manager:
Streets: Beaner asked if dust control on the dirt roads here in Humboldt was something the board wanted to do. Beaner was asked to get price quotes on applying the dust control. At this time Humboldt will not purchase additional Christmas lights for the light pole. Beaner stated some of the street light bases are rusting out and should be replaced. Beaner was asked to get a quote for repairs.  
Finance Office: The first reading of Ordinance #21-01 2021 Budget was tabled till next scheduled meeting. Whiting spoke on the future plans the West Central Baseball Association have for the ballfields here in Humboldt. Whiting also discussed their plans to turf ballfields “A” and “E”. Cost for the project is estimated at $255,000. The ball association is soliciting donations for the project to go towards funding. The association has asked Humboldt to finance the project and budget each year a portion of the payment. The association would pay the remainder of the payment each year. Humboldt will budget the rent it receives, from the rent paid to Humboldt for the Verizon Tower, to the payment of the loan. This is a total of $6,000.00 each year for rent received from Verizon. Motion to move forward with the loan for turfing field “A” and “E” contingent on a contract with the West Central Baseball Association for payment to the loan, was made by N. Leonard and seconded by J. Leonard. Lund nay. Griepp, J. Leonard, Schmeichel and N. Leonard aye. Motion carried.  Baars presented a quote for $199.00 for initial setup and a $100 monthly fee for offsite backup of the Finance Office server. Motion to approve the quote of $199.00 with a monthly fee of $100 for the offsite backup of the Finance officer server, was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed, and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.

Items for Next Meeting: First Reading of the 2021 budget.
