Agenda Approval: Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes: Motion to approve August 12th meeting minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: 
No discussion from public.
Business: Mammenga is concerned about the amount of water that will be flowing onto their property after the Utility Improvement Project is complete.  Discussion was held on the matter.  Town board has asked Fischer to contact the State of South Dakota and inquire on options for the water flow coming from the state land on the west side of Humboldt. The Mammenga’s have been asked to do the same.  Further discussion will be held once the state has been contacted. 

Derschan has asked to close Main Street between 2nd and 3rd Avenues for the September 14th Street Dance.  Motion to approve the closure of Main Street on September 14th between 2nd and 3rd Avenues was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried. Derschan has asked if the cookers for the Rib Fest could be plugged into the outlets on the main street light poles.  Beaner will check to see if this is something that could be done.  Derschan has asked if there is any possibility he could purchase the building that is currently housing the Humboldt Heritage Museum.  Baars will research options.  Further discussion will be held. Derschan stated he is pushing back the construction of the event center until summer of 2020. 

Fischer updated the town board on the progress with the 2019 Street Utility Improvement Project. Items discussed were the starting of the phase on 4th Ave and Roberts and gravel being applied on the portion of 4th Ave by 2nd Ave.  
Baars stated the attorney will start the redemption process for acquiring the Interactive Building.  

Discussion was weld on updating Humboldt’s Animal Ordinance.  Motion to keep the current animal ordinance with no changes was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  Muth, Griepp, VanZee and Schmeichel aye, Lund nay.  Motion carried.
