Town Board Special Meeting Minutes
The Humboldt Town Board met in Special Session on Thursday, September 10, 2015. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Ritchy Griepp at 7:15pm. Members present were Theresa Muth, Heather Fite-VanZee, Adam Lund and Allen Schmeichel. Natural gas board members Harvey Shumaker and Brenda Haviland were present along with Mary Zanter from the SD PUC. City attorney Patrick Glover was present via conference call. Daryl Sieverding and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mary Zanter was present to discuss the Matter of the Filing by Commission Pipeline Safety Staff for Approval of a Penalty for a Pipeline Safety Violation by Humboldt Municipal Gas Utilities discovered during a March 2015 inspection. The South Dakota Public Utilities Commission will hold a Meeting on September 15, 2015 at 9:30 A.M. at the Capitol Building in Pierre.  Members of the natural gas board were present because all natural gas issues must be handled by the natural gas board. These members will hold a meeting in the next couple days to discuss their options for responding to the PUC. Zanter would highly recommend that the gas board hire additional staff to help cover the responsibilities of the natural gas system based on the knowledge she has of Humboldt needing more manpower. At their next meeting, the natural gas board will compose a letter to the PUC stating a proposed resolution to the violations and send them to the SD PUC.  Mary Zanter left the meeting at 8:41pm. 
The next issue discussed was the condition of the City Hall office. Due to continued wear on the ceiling from water damage, a portion of the ceiling collapsed on Tuesday, September 8.  Glover advised the council to send the building owner a letter to repair the ceiling and any additional damage in order for City Hall to remain functional as such. Glover will prepare and send the letter to Mr. Kolbach along with stipulations that the repairs be made within 2 weeks. 
With no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 9:08pm. Motion carried.
