Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, September 11, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:01pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Ritchy Griepp. Theresa Muth was absent with cause. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Erin Konechne and Fred Konechne. 
Motion to approve the agenda was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve August 28, 2017 minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Lund requested research into a homeless ordinance. Schultz will follow up.
Natural Gas Board: No report.
Planning Commission: No report.

Old Business: Most keys to City Hall have been stamped and signed out.


Still waiting on follow up from Sam Eastlick on cameras in City Hall. 
HCC concrete was discussed. Beaner shared that the cost would be approximately $2600 with labor and materials. Tim Tooley’s labor costs would be $1500. A motion allowing the HCC concrete work and Tim Tooley’s labor pay made jointly to the Town of Humboldt and Tooley’s pay to go towards his outstanding utility bill was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.   

A new City Hall building was discussed. Options for location, financing and manufacturing will be researched and discussed at the December 11, 2017 board meeting. 
New Business: The planning and zoning board did not approved the Verizon tower conditional use permit. They had further questions and will follow up after the research is complete. The town board would like research done on rezoning and options for variance. 

The Library would like to extend their programing from October to May and utilize the small meeting room. They would need the room on Monday’s from 3:15-5pm.

Two different Girl Scout troops have asked to use the HCC small meeting room as they have done in year’s past. HCC will be allowed for this use given that the event stays in the small meeting room only, they clean up and take the trash out. Also the library will be given 1st rights if the events overlap. No HCC will be permanently given out. The key will need to be checked out before each event.


First reading of Ordinance #18-01, 2018 budget was held. Motion to approve the 2018 budget was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Department Reports: 
Sherriff Department: 47.34 hours in August 2017.
Streets: A new pay loader was discussed. Item moved to June 11, 2018 meeting.

A pickup for sanding was discussed. Option to purchase from Minnehaha County for $1500 may be available. Follow up on truck at the next town board meeting. 


The blue city truck needs new tires. Item moved to the October 9th board meeting.
Water: Maintenance of the water tower and new water tower options were discussed. Item moved to June 11, 2018 meeting.
Sewer:  Rock at the lagoons was discussed. The cost for new lagoon rock is approximately $5000. Motion by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel to approve these costs for lagoon rock.  All aye, motion carried.

Beaner gave a burn pit and lagoon update.

It was requested to research ordinance on grass clippings in the sewer drains. Schultz will follow up.
Utility Manager: Questions around how to fine a resident for yard cleanup and improper disposal at the burn pit. In the new system it will be added to their monthly bill. Until then it is a manual process.


Request was made to have the pet ordinance reviewed. Schultz will follow up.  
Claims: Monthly payroll, bills and financials were reviewed. Motion by VanZee to approve was seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried. 

Adjournment into Executive Session: A motion was made by Lund to enter into executive session at 5:01pm pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2. Motion seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.  

No motions made in executive session.


Motion to exit executive session at 9:30pm was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. All aye, motion carried.  
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:31pm on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Griepp. All aye, motion carried.
