Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday, September 25, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Theresa Muth. Ritchy Griepp was absent with cause. Laura Schultz and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Fred Konechne, Jon Fischer and Leslie Mastroianni. 
Motion to approve the agenda was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
Correction to September 11, 2017 minutes. Insert ‘key’ after ‘HCC’ in new business. Motion to approve corrected September 11, 2017 minutes was made by VanZee and seconded by Schmeichel. 3 aye, Muth abstain, motion carried.
Open Discussion: Discussion around local companies who pick up branches. Town would store at rubble site until pick up. Schmeichel will research. 
Natural Gas Board: No report.
Planning Commission: No report.

Old Business: Humboldt sign needs to be moved 3 feet to be out of the right of way. Schultz will look for a new graphic designer for the sign.  
All but 1 key to City Hall has been stamped and signed out. Schultz will follow up.
Per follow up with Sam Eastlick, 4 cameras would cost $269.00. Sam would charge $45 per hour plus materials.1 monitor would also be needed.  Motion to approve project was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth. All aye, motion carried.
HCC internet was discussed. No internet is needed in HCC at this time. 
New Business: Leslie Mastroianni from SECOG and Jon Fischer with Stockwell Engineers were present to discuss the waste water project. Final inspection has been done by DENR, copies of payrolls were presented and there will be one last draw. 
Leslie shared information on Humboldt’s request through the Pre Disaster Mitigation plan. A new City Hall could be an option through Rural Development. Interest rates, plans and options were discussed. The generator for HCC would be 75/25 split with 75% being grant and 25% local match. The state water plan was discussed. January 1st is the open date for the application of the 2nd phase. The earlier the application is in, the better chance Humboldt will have at grant funds or principal forgiveness. 

The Library would like to offer a puppet show on October 31st and utilize the large meeting room.

Board requested bar and natural gas documents to be presented at the next meeting.

Second reading of Ordinance #18-01, 2018 budget was held. Motion to approve the 2018 budget was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Department Reports: 
Sherriff Department: Ordinance violation and enforcement was discussed. Schultz will research and bring details back to the board. Speed trailer and solar signs are being considered. Schultz will research and report on cost.
Streets:
A pickup for sanding was discussed. Option to purchase from Minnehaha County for $1500 may be available. Motion to approve the letter of interest and $1500 truck purchase was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund. All aye, motion carried. Letter of interest was presented to Fred Konechne to give to the county. 

The blue city truck needs new tires. Motion to approve a $600 maximum budget for tires given that bids are requested for comparable brands and Beaner will go with the lowest bid was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Lund. 3 aye, VanZee abstain, motion carried.
Water: Maintenance of the water tower and new water tower options were discussed. Item moved to June 11, 2018 meeting.
Utility disconnections were presented.
Sewer:  
Utility Manager: Snow removal was discussed. Beaner requested a flyer for apartment complexes in town regarding snow removal. 
Beaner also requested that the part time utility employee be allowed to work more hours to finalize town work before winter.

Street sweeper has been received and utilized.
Finance Officer: Answer from lawyer on the transfer of a conditional use permit was presented. The permit runs with the land not the owner. It will transfer from the current owner (seller) to the new owner (buyer) with the sale of a property. 

Research and implementation of a storm sewer/lawn clipping disposal ordinance has been requested.

Pet ordinance update has been requested. Schultz will follow up on both.

With the transfer of finance officers and the conversion to Banyon, IT service is requested to insure proper back up and efficiency. Several names and companies have been given. Schultz will research and report back.
2 claims were presented and approved. PAUL CLARK $100.00 building permits; HUMBOLDT BAR $22.00 clean-up day volunteer lunch.
August and September utility deposit refunds were reviewed. All 3 approved and will be paid during October’s disbursements.
