Minutes: Motion to approve the September 14th meeting minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by J. Leonard. All aye, motion carried. 
Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public. 
Business: Jon Fischer gave an update on the 2019 Utility project. Items discussed was the punch list and the final items that need to be completed. Lund asked Doeve if Humboldt will be able to bid on the Natural Gas installation for the Envision 2025 project. Al stated he has not asked the Council yet and that he would inquire on the matter. Planning & Zoning: Baars gave an update from the September 28th meeting. Baars stated there had been two building permits approved. Baars also stated that Planning and Zoning is looking for an additional board member. Baars will advertise this in the newsletter. 
Natural Gas: Baars gave an update from the September 21st meeting.
